a. Ginny Atwood Lovitt- CAF
i. Bringing to attention that there is work happening to bring forward another drug-induced homicide law
ii. Attempted a couple of years ago then vetoed
iii. Advocating for CAF- asking Council to do whatever it can to avoid passing another law like this
iv. Says that bill has certain logic to it that makes it easy to be passed.
1. Allows for someone who provides drugs to someone to be charged with homicide if the person drugs were sold to commits the offense
v. Says that Governor Youngkin has asked someone to bring forward this bill
vi. Deters people from using the Good-Samaritan Law
1.  Deters people from calling for help
b. Senator Boysko
i. Commending Ginny and in complete agreement with her sentiments
c. Guest mentioning that the law, by definition, is not homicide but instead accidental death- supporting Ginny
d. Delegate McQuinn
i. Supporting Ginny
ii. Ridiculous that this is something that would be considered to deter addiction
e. Delegate Coyner
i. Shedding light on multiple bills she is hoping to pass for the 2023 Legislative Session related to substance abuse disorder
